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BRAHMA—THE CREATOR OF THE UNIVERSE 

Brahma is one of the "Trinity Gods" along with Mahesh (Shiva) and 

Vishnu. He is the "Creator of the Universe" and he sometimes appears as 

a four-headed God with each head representing one of the four direc-

tions of the horizon. Some Hinduists believe that Brahma has 5 heads 

and because the fifth head was full of pride, Shiva cut it off. The legend 

tells us that Brahma, although he is the Creator of the Universe, he 

evolved to become a creator, via a lotus flower from the navel of Vishnu. 

He was probably sleeping in a vast sea of nothingness before he decided 

to create the Universe. Brahma travels with his swan or goose vehicle 

(Vahan) and he lives in a sacred, heavenly place called Brahmaloka. He 

is the God of Wisdom in Hinduism and he has unlimited powers...

This is why they call her "Mahisasur Mar-

dini" (Slayer of Mahisasur). Durga is closely associated with the feminine 

powers and the Cosmos. She is often represented with multiple hands, holding 

her sacred sword and riding a lion or tiger.

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In Hinduism, Tulsi is associated with the plant Basil and she is often represent-

ed as this plant. Basil is an important plant/herb in Hinduism and it is believed 

it carries medicinal and mythological qualities. The legend associates Tulsi 

with Vrinda and Jalandhar who was born from the third eye of God Shiva and 

became so powerful that he threatened the rest of the Gods and their existence. 

One reason he became so powerful was because of the devotion of his wife, 

Vrinda who was a follower of God Vishnu. The Gods decided to kill Jalandhar 

for his insults. Vishnu disguised as Jalandhar and approached Vrinda in an 

erotic way. Vrinda's "infidelity" caused Jalandhar to lose his powers. When 

Vrinda realized what Vishnu had done she cursed him and threw herself into a 

fire. She was then reborn as Goddess Tulsi.

She had to wound the demon and fill 

a bowl with his blood and drink it. This is why Kali is often represented with a knife 

and a bowl. Because she tasted the demon's blood she became very destructive and 

aggressive. Shiva was the only God who could calm her down and thus protect the 

world from her anger and this is why he married her.
