A great God of the ancient Egyptian Pantheon is shu. He 
ruled over magical workings and was responsible for the El-
ement of "Air". shu had a twin sister named Tefnut who was his 
assistant in his Holy workings. The God of "Air" was son of God 
Atum and father of Nut (The Sky) and Geb (The Earth). When 
the Sky was first created by shu it was falling down onto 
Earth causing devastation to all Earth's inhabitants. The 
reason for this falling was the love between Nut and Geb, 
the two children of Shu. Nut wanted to be hugged by Geb and 
this was the reason for all the devastation. God shu decided 
to end this, but he first ordered Nut and Geb to make children 
(Gods) before they are separated. According to the legend, 
that was the time when Earth's gravity was invented as a 
concept. Admirers of the Egyptian Mythology believe that 
shu stands between Nut and Geb until nowadays ensuring the 
balance between Heaven and Earth.

Set, God of Chaos 

 
This God is also known as Setekh, Setesh, Seth, Seti or Sutekh. 
He was a powerful entity in charge of Universal Chaos and 
Anarchy. He also  handled warfare and he was always pre-
sent in great battles. Moreover, Set could cause severe 
storms and could turn grassland into desert. He had the ti-
tle: "Red God" because he enjoyed taking part in massacres, 
accidents and other bloody situations. When Set appeared to 
humans (or to the Gods) he always had a strange form (for 
example he could appear as a hippo with jaws and tail of a 
crocodile, ears of a donkey and a scorpion tail). Set's job 
was to create Chaos and Mayhem. The myth where Set is kill-
ing his brother Osiris is well known. Osiris' son Chorus wanted 
to revenge the death of his father and so he entered a bat-
tle with Set and this battle lasted for 80 years. Finally Cho-
rus won and Set was banished to the Upper Realms of Ra 
where he became the "Voice of Thunder".

Thoth, God of Wisdom 

 
The alternative names for this God are: Tahuti, Tehuti and 
Thot. He was a very important and well respected deity who 
was given the title: "God of Wisdom". Thoth was also associat-
ed with Arts, Sciences, Literature and Astronomy. This God di-
vided Time into years, months and days. He decided that a 
year should have 365 days, a day should have 12 hours and 
the night 12 hours as well. He also divided the circle into 360 
degrees and he assigned each Constellation to a God. He was 
probably the one who invented the names of the Stars and 
the Constellations in ancient Egypt. Moreover, he was re-
sponsible for the Four Moon Phases along with God Amun Ra 
and Khonsu (another Egyptian entity). Thoth sometimes ap-
peared with a human body and the head of an Ibis. Other times 
he had the form of a Baboon. He had a magnificent personali-
ty which was loved by Gods and humans.

Khnum, god of wealth 

 
This Egyptian God is one of the earliest in the Egyptian pan-
theon and he was also known as Khnemu. Khnum was the God 
of Wealth and he was associated with the source of the Nile 
river. Ancient Egyptians considered him the creator of hu-
man children which he made from clay gathered from the 
Nile. Because he was a great clay sculptor he was given (by 
other Gods and humans) the title of the "Divine Potter" and 
the "Lord of created things from himself". Khnum was a pro-
tector of Khufu who was the builder of the Great Pyramid. 
There were two huge temples in ancient Egypt (where Khnum 
was worshipped) on two principal riverside sites, Esna and El-
ephantine. This God usually appeared with the head of a bull 
and sometimes with the head of a ram or crocodile. He has 
the ability to discover gold and other precious metals and 
gems. A myth speaks about an incident where the God turned 
silver into gold.

This important Goddess was also named Heret. She was the 
Goddess of Love and Happiness and protector of females. She 
could appear in many forms but she enjoyed taking the form 
of a Bull. Hathor was a very complex entity because she was 
associated with many things (e.g. Fertility, Music, Naughti-
ness and the Moon etc.). Her favorite hobby was to sail the 
Sky with the magic boats of Ra. Some say there was a deep 
connection between her and Ra (maybe the Love Goddess 
caused Ra to fall in love with her). Once, Ra and Hathor were 
sailing in the night Sky and Ra poured seven thousands jugs 
of beer in the Nile to impress Hathor. As a result a great 
flood happened that night. It is said that Hathor went down 
to the Nile to drink some beer but she drunk too much and 
fell asleep. From then on, Hathor was able to cause the 
floods of the Nile which caused the soil to become more fer-
tile.

Sobek, god of waters 

 
This God was one very important deity in the Egyptian pan-
theon and he had alternative names like Sebek, Sochet, Sobk, 
Suchus or Sobki. He was a very complex entity with a strange 
personality and a fluid nature. He usually appeared with 
the head of a crocodile and a human body. Ancient Egyptians 
believed that Sobek was the one who created the great Nile 
crocodiles. Sobek was closely associated with the powers of 
Pharaoh and he could bring fertility to humans, Gods and in 
lands. He had the power to destroy his enemies and he had a 
great army to support him. The Egyptians considered him as 
their protector, because he saved many humans from the 
dangers of river Nile. Sobek was one of the oldest Gods in the 
Egyptian pantheon and he is mentioned in many pyramid texts 
that were discovered by archaeologists. In these texts, God 
Set is referred as Sobek's father.

Ra (also known as Re), was one of the most important Gods of 
the ancient Egyptian Pantheon. He had the title: "The Eye of 
the Sun" and he was sailing the sky with his solar boats. His 
night boat was called "Mantchet" and his day boat 
"Semketet". Ra was born out of Primordial Chaos and he cre-
ated Shu and Tefnut to help him form the world. Humans were 
created by Ra's tears. Because Ra was very popular among 
Gods, many of them went on making a pact with him. They 
wanted to join forces with the ultimate God of the Sun. Many 
new Gods were born out of these pacts the most notable of 
which was Amun-Ra. The myth speaks of Ra's death every 
night and the fact that he is reborn with sunrise every day. 
Ra is mentioned in many films and TV series and he became the 
hero of quite a lot of computer games.

This Dog-God (he used to appear with human body and a head 
of a dog or jackal) had the title: "Lord Dog of Mummies". He 
was in charge of funerals and other sacred ceremonies. He 
guided people to their journey in the afterlife. Legend tells 
us that Anubis was a child of the Great Nephthys and Su-
preme Lord of the Sun Ra. Other sources refer to Osiris as his 
mother. Anubis was the first God of the Dead. After ruling 
for centuries he gave his place to Osiris. This major God was 
responsible for judging people after their death. He was op-
erating the powerful "Scales of Justice" (or Scales of Truth) 
where if the soul was too heavy (from sin) it was sentenced 
and punished. If the soul was light enough, Anubis would take 
it to Osiris where the soul could enjoy eternal afterlife.

But then 
she became a super-powered Goddess with a head of a Cat. 
She was a protector deity and very caring and she fought 
injustice with all her skills. She had Cat-Servants who fol-
lowed her and helped her in her ventures. Because of Bastet, 
Cats were considered sacred creatures in the ancient Egyp-
tian world. When they died, the Cats were mummified and sent 
to Bastet to join the Spirit World. Bastet had her offices in 
the Nile Delta where there was a festival taking place to 
honor her.

This major Egyptian God also had the names Ned-Er-Tcher and 
Usire. He was the ruler of the Underworld and in charge of 
humans entering afterlife. Osiris was married (and deeply in 
love) with the beautiful Isis. Along with Isis, the God of the 
Underworld was responsible for making plants grow and 
helping women become pregnant. Egypt entered a Golden Age 
when Osiris and Isis ruled. But then came Set (or Seth) who 
was brother of Osiris and a rival. Osiris was overthrown by 
set who locked him in a secret chest and threw him in the Nile 
(the Great River of Egypt). But the chest was washed up on 
the shore where Isis found it and gave an oath to bring Osiris 
back to life. Set was extremely jealous so he decided to kill 
Osiris once and for all. He chopped the body of Osiris into a 
million pieces and scattered them across Egypt. Isis had to 
search all over the land, to collect the pieces and re-unite 
with her loving husband. Ra, the Great God of the Sun felt 
sympathetic towards Isis and he helped her put the puzzle 
back together. After much struggle they collected all the 
pieces except one. Isis' hopes to reconstruct Osiris were al-
most gone. The last piece couldn't be found because of Set 
who wanted to make sure that Osiris would never live again. 
Isis replaced the missing part with a well crafted and func-
tional piece of gold. Then she gave a new life to Osiris and 
she became pregnant and they lived happily ever after.

Isis, The Mother Goddess 

 
This Goddess was associated with family matters, mother-
hood and the Pharaoh and his Queen. She was very popular. 
Her alternative name was Aset. She was the daughter of Geb 
(Earth) and Nut (Sky). Isis was famous for travelling all 
over Earth to collect the scattered pieces of her dead hus-
band Osiris. When she collected all the pieces she brought 
her husband back to life and had a sexual encounter with 
him. From this encounter, the important and powerful God 
Chorus was born. Chorus became the first ruler of a united 
and peaceful Egypt after beating Set (his uncle) and banish-
ing him away from Egypt. Legend tells us that during the Cle-
opatra-Anthony affair, the Queen of Egypt was a personifi-
cation of Isis. A temple devoted to Isis was built in Pompeii 
(Italy) at that time. Isis created a cult which became very 
popular all around the world. Important festivals were 
taking place to honor and worship the Great Mother God-
dess.
